At Browney Academy, quizzing on Accelerated Reader is not usually permitted or encouraged at
home. The main reason for this is so that teachers can monitor consistent quiz practice in the
classroom in order to assess children’s understanding and quide them effectively on successful

However, due to these exceptional circumstances and our commitment to promoting a culture of
reading for pleasure and a love of reading, we have made the decision to allow our children to
quiz at home during the school closures. Children enjoy taking quizzes and receiving instant
feedback on their comprehension and we want to encourage our children to continue their
reading jowrney, particularly as we know that daily reading leads to the greatest gains.

How to M al home

Children will be permitted to quiz during the hours of 9am — 3pm and will be limited to one quiz
a day. The link to our school AR site is below. Your child is being issued with a new AR
password to use at home which will be handed out tonight or sent to you electronically if your
child is already at home.

Most children have been quizzing since September in school and therefore know how to log on,
search for a book and take a quiz. After completing the quiz, they will receive instant feedback
and can review any incorrect answers. Finally, they can view their progress towards their target.
